· PC.4 History and Theory—How the program ensures that students understand the histories and theories of architecture and urbanism, framed by diverse social, cultural, economic, and political forces, nationally and globally. 
· PC.8 Social Equity and Inclusion—How the program furthers and deepens students' understanding of diverse cultural and social contexts and helps them translate that understanding into built environments that equitably support and include people of different backgrounds, resources, and abilities.

Student Criteria
· SC.1 Health, Safety, and Welfare in the Built Environment—How the program ensures that students understand the impact of the built environment on human health, safety, and welfare at multiple scales, from buildings to cities. 
· SC.3 Regulatory Context—How the program ensures that students understand the fundamental principles of life safety, land use, and current laws and regulations that apply to buildings and sites in the United States, and the evaluative process architects use to comply with those laws and regulations as part of a project.
· SC.4 Technical Knowledge—How the program ensures that students understand the established and emerging systems, technologies, and assemblies of building construction, and the methods and criteria architects use to assess those technologies against the design, economics, and performance objectives of projects.


Master of Architecture Placement Verification Process 
A condition of admission in the Master of Architecture two-year program is documentation to verify completion of National Architectural Accreditation Board (NAAB) Student Performance Criteria (SPC) that applicants have satisfied in prior coursework at their undergraduate institution. This requirement is now a condition of accreditation for all NAAB accredited architecture programs. The relevant text from the NAAB 2009 Conditions for accreditation below: 

Evaluation of Preparatory/Pre-Professional Education 
Because of the expectation that all graduates meet the SPC (see Section 1 above), the program must demonstrate that it is thorough in the evaluation of the preparatory or pre-professional education of individuals admitted to the NAAB-accredited degree program. In the event a program relies on the preparatory/pre-professional educational experience to ensure that students have met certain SPC, the program must demonstrate it has established standards for ensuring these SPC are met and for determining whether any gaps exist. Likewise, the program must demonstrate it has determined how any gaps will be addressed during each student’s progress through the accredited degree program. This assessment should be documented in a student’s admission and advising files.

Applicants for the two-year Master of Architecture shall have completed the following coursework as part of their undergraduate degree in architecture equivalent to:

· 1 – Structural Systems Courses (3 credits each)
· 2—Building Technology Courses (3 credits each)
· 2 – History of World Architecture Courses (3 credits each)
· 2 – Architectural Theory and Criticism Courses one of which includes substantial engagement with Design Justice (3 Credits each)
· General education courses including that may also meet the criteria listed above

The course work must satisfy National Architectural Accrediting Board student performance criteria, which are either met or partially met in the University of Utah’s Bachelor of Science program and serve as pre-requisites for admission to the Master of Architecture two-year program. The student shall have received a grade no less than B (3.0) in the courses in question. The NAAB SPC required for admission consideration are:

· PC.3 Ecological Knowledge and Responsibility* 
· PC.4 History and Theory **
· PC.8 Social Equity and Inclusion **
· SC.1 Health, Safety, and Welfare in the Built Environment* 
· SC.3 Regulatory Context *
· SC.4 Technical Knowledge *

Supporting Materials Required for Verification: 
The final determination of an applicant’s eligibility for admissions to and/or advanced standing in the Master of Architecture two-year program will be made after he/she has been offered admission. Candidates will be required to submit additional evidence to demonstrate that they satisfied the required NAAB SPC to a satisfactory extent during the course of their undergraduate degree program. The following materials will be used in the evaluation process:

•	The portfolio of academic work from architectural design studios (submitted as part of the regular application process – there is no need to resubmit this).
· Course syllabi for each course taken during the applicant’s undergraduate education in the following areas: 
· Structures courses
· History / Theory courses
· Any other course for which you satisfied the NAAB S/PC listed above
· Assignments, projects, examinations, tests, and quizzes that serve as evidence of successful completion of the SPC from the above courses. 

If deficiencies in SPC are found to exist, the applicant’s curriculum will be modified to include additional coursework to satisfy the NAAB SPC requirements.

The rubric for comparing courses will be based on Student Learning Outcomes. For each course to be evaluated, faculty in the appropriate area of expertise will evaluate the stated learning outcomes for the course, as well as student work, to ensure that at least 80% of the course content is covered by the student’s coursework in a previous institution (80% is required by the University of Utah for transfer credit). Outcomes can be evaluated across multiple classes and program criteria.

Syllabi and student work will be evaluated to assess the achievement of these learning outcomes. This analysis will include a review and comparison of reading lists, discussion prompts, student assignments, and activities that show student engagement with each learning outcome. To meet these requirements, learning outcomes should be visible in both syllabi and student work.
